I hope and pray our newsletter finds you well.  It has been a blast getting to know you and be 
your pastor the last few months!  Thank you to all who made Worship on the Lawn meaningful 
and to all the hard work of our Facilities and Safety Team for keeping us safe and healthy.  What 
a blessing it was to hear your muffled harmonies and Lordõs Prayer behind masks.  Itõs one of 
the more beautiful sounds I have heard since all of this started!  

We are smack dap in the middle of our òMeals with Jesusó sermon series.  One things I wanted 
to do with this series was to stress the importance of gathering together in smaller 
groups.  When you hear the stories of those who gathered with Jesus for a meal, life changing    
conversations happen.  The walls come down, judgement is left at the door, and everyone     
involved is present and authentic, even the Disciples through all that pulls their hearts and 
minds from the table, they are still present with Jesus. As we moved forward into the fall and we 
continue to see a rise in numbers and possible alternative church services, I want us to be     
present at each otherõs tables in smaller groups.  Covid-19 had given us a powerful reminder 
how much we need each other, either in person or through a screen.

There are going to be several options and opportunities coming in the very near future for you 
to gather in small groups, either in-person safely or digitally.  Two Small Groups I want to    
highlight, because they will be ones I am leading, are Coffee & Prayer with the Pastor and 
Bar+Church.  

Coffee & Prayer with the Pastor will be held at Grace Hall at 9:00 am every Thursday mornings 
starting October 8th, pending approval from our facilities team based on the applicable     
Covid-19 numbers. When we are able to gather either on the 8th or later,  I invite you to bring 
your own cup of coffee and spend some time together with a short devotional and prayer.  I 
know for our folks who are working 9:00 am may not work, if there is interest in an early     
morning Coffee & Prayer, please let me know and we can set a 
time!   

Bar+Church will be a small group hosted at Black Tooth Brewery 
in downtown Cheyenne at 6:30 pm on the second Monday of 
each month starting Monday October 12th. Because we are in a 
public space we can only gather in a group of 6 at a table. Which 
is perfectly fine, if we outgrow a table of 6, we will split into two 
groups and have wonderful conversations that way.  Black Tooth 
is slow on a Monday evening and is spaced out significantly.  I feel 
confident about how they are handling safety measures as well.   

We will have a variety of small groups moving forward, knowing that each and every one of us 
gathers in different ways that are meaningful.  I hope you are able to find a group that is   
meaningful for you; if there isnõt one, please let me know and we can work together on what 
that group might look like. Also, know that small groups will be on going, some long term and 
some short term, if you donõt feel safe gathering now, there will be more opportunities in the 
future. 

My encouragement for each of us is to know when and where we feel comfortable and safe to 
gather in any space.  To know when we need to stay home and 
join digitally.  Each time we gather, no matter how we gather, 
each moment brings us closer together with one another and 
with God.
